It is with great honor that I serve as your Legislative chair and accepting this role as of September 
2008.  Thank you for your patience as I develop into this role. 
 
I was fortunate to have had, and continue to have, a mentor that exemplifies a true professional that 
excelled as my predecessor ~ Ron Frers. 
 
In passing the baton, Ron’s first order of business was to share with me the previous (and current) 
communications with the various Chapters and legislators. 
 
Last quarter of 2008 was consumed with reelections of various key Senators and House of 
Representatives.  A major focus for our FSMTA members was twofold:  
 

(1) ensure FSMTA members knew who to vote for, and 
(2) ensure that all FSMTA members were registered voters 

 
The United States presidential <General> election of 2008 was held on Tuesday, November 4, 2008.  
In the Senate, with those contested and uncontested races, FSMTA supported candidates were 
successful 83% of the time.  In the House of Representatives, 89% of FSMTA supported candidates 
were successful.  Thank you to all who made these numbers possible. 
 
As FSMTA moved into 2009, we realized that we needed to think differently due to the economy, the 
increase in Licensed Massage Therapists, and other factors that could potentially have an impact on 
our profession. 
 
Massage Therapy Legislative Awareness Days: March 31 – April 1, 2009 
 
For example, for 2009, we deployed a different process for Massage Therapy Legislative Awareness 
Days.  MTLAD has typically been many therapists within the Chapters going to Tallahassee to show 
their support and build relationships with legislators.  This year, we encouraged many to build those 
relationships at the local level in their hometowns. 
 
There were no legislative issues that would compromise Chapter 480. 
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In addition, in lieu of many going to MTLAD, the strategic position was that the President of the FSMTA 
and the Legislative Chair would be the ones that would represent FSMTA for 2009. 
 
Many months of planning went into the event to ensure that we had pre-planned visits established with 
key members in Tallahassee, FL.  Our focus was to:

 FSMTA was the proud recipient of the 2008 Board of Massage Therapy Recognition Award. 
 Ron Stephens, MBA, LMT was selected as the 2008 recipient of the Board of Massage Therapy 

Chair Recognition Award. 
 January Quarterly Meeting: Kaye Howerton was approved as the new BOMT Executive Director. 

Pamela King was promoted within the DOH. Pam will be missed, she was an outstanding ED for 
many years and FSMTA had a great working relationship with the Board under her leadership. 
Paula Mask, Program Operations Administrator, has also joined the staff. Lynda Solien-Wolfe, LMT 
was elected as Chairman and Lorena Haynes, LMT was elected as Vice Chair.  Consumer member 
Irene Andriole serves 10/31/08 or until a successor is chosen.  Board counsel is Allison Dudley, 
Esquire and Prosecuting Attorney is Sam DiConcilio. 

 Governor Crist appointed three LMT members and one consumer member to the BOMT: Bridget 
Burke-Wammack LMT, Karen Ford LMT, Bob Smallwood LMT and Ed Stoehs. This new Board 
presided at April Quarterly. It will be interesting to experience the dynamics of new board members.  

 April Quarterly Meeting /Rule 64B7-25.001. The Board of Massage Therapy approved a Settlement 
Agreement between the National Certification Board of Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork 
(NCBTMB) and the Board of Massage Therapy (BOMT) which expands acceptable certification 
examinations recognized by the State. The expansion includes: The National Certification 
Examination in Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork (NCETMB), the National Certification 
Examination in Therapeutic Massage (NCETM), and the National Exam for State Licensure (NESL) 
as administered by the National Certification Board of Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork; and 
The Massage and Bodywork Licensing Examination (MBLEx) administered by the Federation of 
State Massage Therapy Boards. The Board of Massage Therapy and the Department of Health are 
in the process of implementing the process of delivering these examinations. Once everything is 
implemented the Board will post the information on its website. 

 Current licenses will expire at midnight on August 31, 2009. This is the first renewal period to 
include the rule change that twelve (12) of the hours must be relevant to and focus on massage 
therapy techniques and these hours must be completed via live classroom instruction 
(including hands-on instruction or demonstration). 

 During convention, Saturday, July 11, 2009 from 9:00 am – 12:00 pm, the Florida BOMT in 
conjunction with the FSMTA has invited educators and school owners to the fourth annual Educator 
Summit.   

 
FSMTA attendance at every BOMT is very important. It shows that the Association appreciates the fact 
that we are regulated properly.

HEALTH CARE REFORM CONFERENCES 
Today as I write this annual report I am preparing for a 3:00 P.M. Health Care Conference Call in 
reference to the US Senate Finance Committee preliminary, “white paper” activities. This is the 5th of 
such calls to keep up on issues regarding insurance and health care in general as they may pertain not 
only to LMTs but to our families and friends who need and want to have good health care in this 
country. 
 
ANNUAL FLORIDA WORKERS’ COMPENSATION CONFERENCE 
Since last year’s annual report I have attended the Workers’ Compensation Annual Educational 
Conference in Orlando in August, where 8,000 to 10,000 have attended, many of those in the 
insurance, managed care and health care arena go to obtain some of their CE Credits. Those such as 
paralegals, attorneys, judges, physicians including chiropractors, medical case managers, etc. This 
conference represents injured workers, employers, risk management and so much more. Attendees 
can visit up to 400 exhibits and enjoy the opening ceremonies, which feature key personalities such as 
in the past Don Shula and Mike Ditka as well as Terry Bradshaw, Jeff Foxworthy and others.  
 
If you would like to really see and experience a dynamite conference, don’t miss this opportunity. Last 
year they held a live rotator cuff repair operation on giant screen straight from Tampa General Hospital.  
Other events have included in depth information and overhead presentation of RSD and how it is 
obtained, treated and how it affects injured workers.  
 
The chiropractic breakout is always interesting as is the adjuster ethics seminars. I learn what they are 
taught so as to know how to deal with them, ethically and fairly. 
 
AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION AND CPT CODING 
I also attended the American Medical Association (AMA) in Orlando for the CPT Coding symposium to 
keep up to date on CPT Coding, language and all issues that pertain to coding.  
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HEALTH CARE REFORM in DC 
January 28th through 31st of 2009, on behalf of FSMTA, we attended many seminars and plenary 
events and dinners where key persons were presenting, from Senators, House of Representatives, 
political analysts such as Paul Begala from CNN. All of those speaking were heavily involved in issues 
of the proposed health care reform.

INSURANCE FRAUD AS IT RELATES TO MASSAGE THERAPISTS: 
I am happy to say that lead investigators from some major insurance companies have requested me to 
work with them during a couple of recent meetings to help with insurance fraud where massage 
therapists are felt to be involved. If you read the FSMTA Massage Message Magazine you can keep up 
on some of these events as I write them.  Three of these investigators attended our Spring FSMTA 
Board Meeting to request assistance in changing rules, locating rules and providing warnings and alerts 
to any massage therapist who may suspect they may be involved in such activities, whether they are 
doing it intentionally or by intimidation working for others who are seemingly involved in fraudulent 
activities.  
 
Call me if you suspect anyone with 
fraudulent like activities such as over-coding, over-billing, over- treating or treating a patient with 
minimal amount of time, using a great number of modalities or procedures, or patients coming in for a 
few minutes and leaving with a bill that possibly you, the LMT signed the claim form for and /or for none 
or minimal documentation of treatment.

This FSMTA profit center now in its sixth year has consistently generated approximately $80,000.00 per 
year to the FSMTA.  It contributes $67,200.00 per year in the form of a management fee to the 
operating budget of the FSMTA.  The difference is used by the FSMTA to staff and operate the 
program. Needless to say this has continued to be a very successful program for the FSMTA. There 
are currently 3,341 FSMTA members insured through this program. 
 
Two major reasons for the success of this association benefit are the unique structure of the open 
communication ring from the Chapter President, State Officers and Staff and I to AMC and from AMC 
back to the Chapter Presidents. Secondly, the willingness of AMC to look at and consider other ways 
and ideas that will maintain quality Professional Liability Protection for FSMTA members while 
expanding the coverage opportunities. 
 
A great deal of progress was made in this vein during 2008-2009.  At the January 2009 Board meeting 
AMC senior management and owners presented an expanded way to cover modalities that might have 
been declined in the past...  This was done through a system of classifying and rating the various 
modalities. Hot Stone Therapy is an example.  We now can cover a greater spectrum of modalities and 
FSMTA members who are licensed in other disciplines, such as Personal Trainers. 
 
In the 2007-2008 annual report a slow response time was mentioned.  That item, along with other 
growth issues, has been significantly improved upon with the coordination of efforts between everyone 
involved at AMC and FSMTA. We all (massage therapists & insurers) are in the business of serving 
people, which makes what we do an inexact science.  Hence the need to monitor and tweak issues and 
programs through out the year.
